Or maybe it was
my spouse who upset me seven years ago
when she said something rude in anger, and
when | may have said something rude more
recently | remember that she did the same
thing long ago. We have a way of keeping
score of the wrongs other people do.

God’s love compels us to keep score
differently. Instead of keeping score of
someone else’s sin, God’s love compels us
to forgive and to wipe away the scorecard.
After all, that is what Christ did for us at the
cross. That's why the cross, when we
