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Sometimes when you are working with 
children, you wonder if they are learning 
anything. Sometimes they surprise you. 
Some of the children were passing notes 
during the worship service, writing unkind 
things to one another. I knew the general 
source of the notes, so I boarded the blue 
bus Sunday morning to have a “teachable 
moment” with the children. I asked them 
what Pastor Ray had been preaching about 
on Sunday mornings. To my surprise at least 
some seemed to know, and one child clearly 
said the “Fruit of the Spirit!” Then I took the 
opportunity to review some of the fruit – 
specifically “kindness.” I told them that the 
things I read in the notes were not being 
very kind. They agreed. They may have 
agreed because they wanted to get off of 
the bus (although they did not know that 
people bearing boxes of doughnuts would 
be greeting them), but I want to believe 
that they really did understand how 
important it is to be kind to one another. 
We don’t want to be kind for no reason. 
God has commanded us to be kind to one 
another and to exhibit kindness. I hope and 
pray the children will remember that!
